To help solve this gap, the
Smoky Lake Region developed a partnership
with Drive Happiness; a non-profit
organisation that operates a volunteer-based
driver program. The Minister of Seniors,
Kamal Khera, recently announced that

under the scaling-up for Senior’s scream

of the Age Well at Home initiative, Drive
Happiness will receive $556,634 for their
Rural Access to Transportation Expansion.
The Drive Happiness project will expand
volunteer-assisted transportation for seniors
and increase access to in-home supports in
rural settings in Alberta and Saskatchewan.
